Productia si tehnologia: Artistii vizuali sau creatorii de
continut multimedia pot externaliza procese tehnice
precum productia de printuri, animatia 3D, modelareaq,
post-productia sau imprimarea 3D. Aceasta le permite sd
se concentreze pe partea conceptuald si creativd, lasand

executia tehnicd in mdinile unor profesionisti specializati.

Marketing si promovare: Artistii si galeriile externeazda
frecvent servicii de marketing, gestionare aretelelorsociale




si publicitate digitald pentru a-si creste vizibilitatea si
a ajunge la un public mai larg. Agentiile specializate sau
consultantii Tn PR ajutd la construirea unei imagini de
brand pentru artisti, lucru care poate fi esential in lumea
competitivd a artei contemporane.

Crearea de continut digital si Al: Servicii precum generarea
de artd asistatd de IA sau editare digitala permit artistilor
sd exploreze noi forme de expresie fard a fi nevoie séinvete
aceste tehnici pe cont propriu.

2. Beneficiile externalizarii

Acces la expertiza specializatd: Prin externalizare, artistii
pot colabora cu profesionisti din domenii diferite, care
aduc expertizd tehnicd si cunostinte avansate in realizarea
proiectelor complexe.

Reducerea costurilor: Externalizarea poate fi mai
economicd decdt angajarea permanentd a unor specialisti
pentru proiecte punctuale. Aceasta este o solutie
atractivd mai ales pentru artisti independenti sau galerii
care functioneazd cu bugete limitate.

Economisirea timpului: Procesul creativ poate deveni mai
eficient, iar artistii isi pot concentra eforturile pe idei si
concepte, avind mai mult timp pentru inovatie si cercetare
artisticd.

3. Provocadrile externalizdrii in artd

Pierderea controlului asupra viziunii artistice: Cand

externalizeazd o parte din procesul creativ, artistii pot

intdmpina dificultdti in mentinerea unei coerente stilistice
sau a unei viziuni clare. Colaboratorii externi trebuie sa
inteleagd cu exactitate cerintele pentru ca rezultatul sa
fie conform asteptadrilor.

Probleme de auctorialitate: Externalizarea creativd
ridica intrebari etice si juridice legate de proprietatea
intelectuald. De exemplu, dacd un artist angajeazd o
echipd sd finalizeze o lucrare digitald, cine este autorul
real al acesteia?

Probleme legate de calitate si autenticitate: Externalizarea
catre echipe care nu au experientd directd in proiectele
artistului poate duce la variatii de calitate si inconsistentda
stilisticd, care ar putea afecta autenticitatea operei de
arta.

4. Externalizarea in contextul artei digitale si al inteligentei
artificiale

Servicii de generare Al si colaborarea cu algoritmi:
Externalizarea poate implica si colaborarea cu IA pentru
a genera lucrdri, fie cd este vorba de imagini, muzicd sau
texte. Artistii contemporani folosesc astfel de tehnologii
pentru a experimenta noi forme de creatie, iar echipele
tehnice care gestioneazd IA-urile devin co-autori.

Platforme si marketplace-uri: Unele platforme de artd
digitald faciliteazd externalizarea direct prin servicii
care conecteazd artistii cu programatori sau creatori
multimedia. Aceasta oferd o modalitate sigurd si
controlatd de a colabora la nivel global.



5. Exemple de externalizare in practica artisticd actuala

Artistii multimedia precum Damien Hirst si Jeff Koons
colaboreaza de mult timp cu echipe mari pentru a produce
lucréri de mari dimensiuni sau cu executie complexd. in
aceste cazuri, externalizarea proceselor tehnice a devenit

esentiald pentru realizarea viziunii lor.

Galerii si muzee: Externalizeazd adesea proiectele de
productie a expozitiilor si montajul, colabordnd cu firme
specializate in realizarea structurilor, sistemelor de
iluminat si efectelor multimedia.

Proiecte independente de artd digitald: Multi artisti
din sfera NFT-urilor si a artei digitale colaboreazé cu
programatori si experti in blockchain pentru a transforma
operele lor in produse digitale care pot fi tranzactionate
online.

Concluzie

Externalizarea in domeniul artistic are potentialul de a
redefini practicile creative traditionale, oferind artistilor
acces la resurse, expertizd si tehnologie intr-un mod
eficient si flexibil. Totusi, pe mdsurd ce externalizarea se
extinde, este esential s& ne intrebdm cum poate afecta
aceasta autenticitatea, auctorialitatea si integritatea
operei de arta. in final, succesul externalizdrii in artd
depinde de capacitatea artistilor de a integra contributiile
externe f&rd a pierde coerenta viziunii lor.

Dan Acostioaei: Nu este outsourcing-ul incd un factor de

precarizarea a lucrdatorilor culturali?
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ChatGPT: Daq, outsourcing-ul contribuie la precarizarea
lucrdtorilor culturali, si acest fenomen este o problemd
majord Tn economia creativd contemporand. Desi
outsourcing-ul poate aduce avantaje financiare pentru
institutii si artisti, pentru lucrdtorii culturali - cei care
produc efectivcontinutul artistic sau tehnic - outsourcing-
ul adesea inseamnd conditii de munca nesigure si o
diminuare a valorii muncii lor.

1. Externalizarea si fragilizarea statutului profesional

Angajéri pe bazd de proiect: in locul unui angajament
pe termen lung, lucrdtorii culturali sunt adesea angajati
temporar, pe bazd de proiect. Aceastd situatie le afecteazd
stabilitatea financiaré si accesul la beneficii precum
asigurarea de sdndtate, pensie sau protectie sociald.

Accesul redus la resurse si drepturi: Multi lucratori culturali
externi nu beneficiazd de aceleasi resurse si protectii
legale ca angajatii permanenti. Lipsa unui contract de
muncd stabil poate duce la situatii de exploatare, unde
lucrdtorii sunt platiti mai putin si sunt obligati sG accepte
conditii inferioare.

2. Scdderea valorii muncii culturale si artistice

Devalorizarea muncii creative: Outsourcing-ul poate
diminua perceptia asupra valorii muncii culturale, printr-o
~industrializare” a creatiei, in care totul este tratat ca un
serviciu tranzactionabil, nu ca o contributie artisticd unica.
Multi freelanceri in domeniul artistic primesc oferte de
platd redusd, deoarece angajatorii au acces la un numar

mare de potentiali colaboratori.

Concurenta crescutd: Accesibilitatea si globalizarea
outsourcing-ului creeazd o concurentd intensd, mai ales
pe platformele de freelancing. Lucrdtorii culturali din
regiuni mai bogate se afld adesea in competitie cu cei din
zone in care costurile vietii sunt mai mici, ceea ce duce la

presiuni constante de reducere a onorariilor.
3. Izolarea si lipsa de sprijin profesional

Izolarea profesionald: Multi lucrdtori culturali care lucreazd
prin outsourcing sunt independenti, lucrand izolati, fara
acces la o retea de sprijin profesional sau la mentorat.
Acest lucru poate limita dezvoltarea lor profesionald si

accesul la noi oportunitati.

Lipsa accesului la asociatii si drepturi sindicale:
Freelancing-ul si outsourcing-ul limiteazd adesea
posibilitatea lucrdtorilor culturali de a se afilia la sindicate
sau asociatii profesionale care sd le apere drepturile. Fara
aceste forme de organizare, lucrdtorii se gdsesc deseori in
situatii dezavantajoase in raport cu angajatorii.

4. Fragmentarea identitdtii de autor si contributia invizibila

Contributii invizibile: in cadrul proiectelor externalizate,
contributiile individuale sunt adesea fragmentate, iar
lucratorii culturali nu primesc credit pentru aportul lor.
Aceasta poate afecta recunoasterea profesionald a

muncii lor si le poate limita oportunitdtile viitoare.

Pierderea auctorialitatii: In situatiile in care lucrdtorii
creeazd continut artistic (vizual, digital, narativ),
auctorialitatea devine neclard, iar contributiile lor sunt
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~subsumate” intr-o identitate corporativd sau a artistului
principal. Desi lucreazd la creatii semnificative, contributia

lor riscd sd& fie perceputd doar ca ,,executare tehnicd”.

5. Dependenta de platformele de freelancing si
instabilitatea pietei

Platformele de freelancing: Platformele digitale de
freelancing sunt principala cale de a atrage proiecte
externe pentru multi lucratori culturali. Totusi, aceste
platforme percep comisioane mari, iar algoritmii de
prioritizare favorizeazd freelancerii cu preturi mici, ceea ce
ii obligd pe multi lucrétori culturali sé accepte oferte care

nu reflectd valoarea muncii lor.

Fluctuatiile pietei: Lucratorii culturali externi sunt expusi
fluctuatiilor economice si ale pietei intr-un mod mult
mai accentuat decdt angajatii permanenti. Cererea de
proiecte culturale poate variq, iar recesiunile economice fi

afecteazd direct, fard vreo plasd de sigurantd.

6. Posibile solutii si directii de protectie a lucrdatorilor
culturali

Organizare sindicald si asociatii de freelanceri: O solutie
ar putea fi crearea unor sindicate si asociatii dedicate
freelancerilor din domeniul cultural, care sd le ofere sprijin

juridic, acces la resurse si advocacy pentru drepturile lor.

Contracte mai echitabile si standarde etice: Este necesard
o schimbare a aborddrii angajatorilor fatd de lucrdtorii
culturali externalizati, prin respectarea unor contracte

echitabile si promovarea unui cod etic care sa asigure
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salarii corecte, recunoastere si conditii de munca decente.

Politici publice de sprijin: Guvernele pot sustine lucrdatorii
culturali independenti prin subventii, protectii sociale
adaptate freelancing-ului si programe de sprijin financiar,
care sd le ofere o formd de securitate in fata instabilitatii

pietei.
Concluzie

Outsourcing-ul in domeniul artistic poate aduce beneficii
pentru artisti si institutii, dar are un impact semnificativ
asupra lucrdtorilor culturali, ducdnd la o precarizare a
conditiilor de muncd si a statutului profesional. Pentru ca
outsourcing-ul sd fie sustenabil si echitabil, este necesard
o regandire a modului in care sunt tratati si valorizati
acesti lucrdtori, astfel incat s& se asigure o stabilitate
profesionald, o recunoastere a contributiei lor si conditii
de muncd decente.

Dan Acostioaei: Din perspectivd institutionald, nu crezi
cd existd un contrast izbitor intre valoarea produselor
tranzactionate pe piata de artd si veniturile foarte mici
ale celor care activeazd la baza piramidei lumii artei?
Existd o legatura cu outsourcingul?

ChatGPT: Da, contrastul dintre valoarea produselor
tranzactionate pe piata de artd si veniturile mici ale celor
care lucreazd la baza ,piramidei” lumii artei este nu doar
izbitor, ci si structural. Acest contrast este addancit de

1. Concentrarea veniturilor la varful pietei de arté

Artistii de renume si tranzactiile de mare valoare: Piata de
artd este dominatd de cativa artisti de top si de lucrdrile
lor, care se vand la sume exorbitante in cadrul caselor
de licitatii si al galeriilor de lux. Aceste tranzactii uriase
ascund redlitatea de la baza piramidei, unde majoritatea

lucrdtorilor culturali si artistilor primesc venituri modeste.

Puterea galeriilor si a intermediarilor: Galeriile si dealerii
influenti au capacitatea de a stabili preturile si de a selecta
artistii, concentrand veniturile si influenta in jurul unui
numdr redus de opere de artd si artisti consacrati. Aceastd
dinamicd limiteazd accesul multor artisti independenti la

piatd si accentueaza precarizarea.
2. Outsourcing-ul si fragmentarea lantului de valoare

Lanturi fragmentate de productie si outsourcing: intr-un
context in care productia de artd este adesea externalizatg,
numerosi lucrdtori contribuie la realizarea unei opere - de la
producdtorii de materiale si designeri la tehnicienii de post-
productie. Fiecare verigd a acestui lant este remuneratd
separat si, de multe ori, la un nivel mult mai scdzut decat
valoarea finald@ a lucrdrii, care ajunge la vénzare prin
intermediul galeriei sau la licitatie.

Contractele temporare si lipsa de securitate a muncii:
Muncitorii externalizati, cum sunt asistentii de studio
sau tehnicienii de productie, sunt angajati temporar si, in

general, platiti pentru sarcini specifice. Ei nu beneficiaza
de profitul ulterior al lucrdrilor la care contribuie, nici
de cresterea valorii operei pe piatd, chiar daca au un rol
important in realizarea ei.

3. Conditii precare pentru lucrdtorii culturali si munca

~invizibil@”

Munca invizibila: Artistii emergenti, asistentii, designerii,
managerii de expozitie, curatorii si lucrdtorii temporari
contribuie semnificativ la functionarea industriei de artd.
Totusi, munca lor este adesea consideratd de fundal
si nevalorificatd in mod corespunzétor. Ei contribuie la
procesul de creatie si la punerea in scend a operei de artg,
dar rareori primesc credit sau profit din vanzérile lucrérilor
respective.

Nesiguranta veniturilor: Desi piata de arta globald poate
genera profituri enorme, veniturile lucrdtorilor culturali
rdmdn reduse. Outsourcing-ul contribuie la mentinerea
acestor venituri scdzute prin angajarea frecventd pe bazé
de proiect si in regim de freelancing, ceea ce inseamné cd
acesti lucrétori nu beneficiazd de stabilitatea unui salariu
regulat sau de acces la beneficii de baza.

4. Lipsa de transparentd si distributia inechitabild a valorii

Pietele de artd opace: Piata de artd este renumitd pentru
lipsa de transparentd, cu o valoare atribuitd in mod adesea
subiectiv, in functie de reputatia galeriilor, dealerilor si
colectionarilor. Valoarea operei este influentatd mai mult
de aceste relatii decat de costurile reale ale muncii sau de

valoarea intrinsecd a procesului artistic.
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Discrepanta dintre valoarea de piatd si costurile reale:
Desi o operd finalizatd poate ajunge s@ valoreze milioane
de dolari, suma investita in costurile de productie si plata
lucrdtorilor externi este o fractiune micd din acest total.
Astfel, munca artisticd este exploatatd, iar valoarea reald

a muncii din spatele operei este rar reflectatd in pretul final.

5. Legdtura intre outsourcing si marginalizarea lucrdtorilor

culturali

Distributia inechitabild a veniturilor: Outsourcing-
ul consolideazd o structurd de piatd in care valoarea
economicd se concentreazd la varf, iar veniturile lucratorilor
de la bazd sunt limitate la sume fixe sau orare, indiferent de
succesul final al operei de artd. Aceasta creeazd o formd
de dependentd si instabilitate economicd pentru lucrdtorii
culturali, care, desi contribuie la valoarea artisticd, nu
primesc beneficiile financiare corespunzéatoare.

Dificultati in recunoasterea contributiei: Intr-un sistem
bazat pe outsourcing, lucrdtorii culturali rdman adesea
anonimi, fdrd recunoastere publicd sau credit pentru
contributiile lor. Asta inseamnd cd nu pot capitaliza pe
baza lucrérilor la care au lucrat, fiind impiedicati astfel s&
isi construiascé o reputatie profesionald.

6. Solutii pentru o distributie mai echitabila

Contracte si compensatii transparente: Institutiile de artd
si galeriile ar putea adopta contracte mai transparente si
ar putea aloca o parte din profit pentru lucrdtorii care au
contribuit la crearea operelor, prin mecanisme de partajare
a veniturilor.

Recunoastere si atribuirea creditului: O politica
institutionald de acordare a creditului pentru contributii,
chiar si celor implicati indirect, ar putea creste vizibilitatea
lucrgtorilor culturali si le-ar putea oferi oportunitéati
profesionale mai bune.

Organizare profesionald si advocacy: Asocierea lucrdtorilor
culturali in sindicate sau organizatii profesionale care sd
negocieze conditii mai echitabile de muncd ar putea ajuta
la cresterea veniturilor si la imbundtatirea stabilitatii.

Concluzie

Contrastul dintre valoarea de piatd a artei si veniturile
lucratorilor culturali de la baza piramidei este un semn al
inechitatii structurale din acest sector. Outsourcing-ul
amplificé aceastd problemd, contribuind la fragilizarea
statutului profesional al lucrétorilor si la concentrarea
valorii economice la varful pietei. Reformele institutionale,
contractele echitabile si sustinerea lucratorilor culturali
ar putea contribui la crearea unei piete de artd mai
transparente si mai echitabile, in care valoarea si
recunoasterea sé fie distribuite intr-un mod mai just pe
intregul lant de productie artistica.

Dan Acostioaei: Fiindca locuiesc si lucrez in Estul Europei,
in Romania, cum ne putem raporta la aceste subiecte in
contextul local?

ChatGPT: in contextul Europei de Est si al Romaniei,
subiectele despre outsourcing, precaritatea muncii
culturale si accesul inegal la piata de artd au particularitati
specifice. intr-o regiune unde cultura si arta se confruntd
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cu o subfinantare cronicé si cu o piaté de artd emergentd,
lucrdtorii culturali se gdsesc adesea intr-o situatie de
vulnerabilitate accentuatd. latd cateva aspecte si posibile
aborddri pentru a te raporta la aceste subiecte in contextul
local:

1. Subfinantarea sectorului cultural

care se bazeazd adesea pe proiecte temporare si finantare
limitata.

Rolul finantdrilor externe: Pentru multi artisti si lucrdtori
culturali din Romaénia, accesul la fonduri europene,
burse internationale si rezidente artistice in strdindtate
este esential. Aceste surse externe de finantare oferd
sprijin financiar, dar dependenta de ele poate accentua
vulnerabilitatea sectorului, deoarece accesul este limitat

si incert.
2. Piata de artd locald si accesul limitat la resurse

Piat& de artd restrénsé si fragmentatd: Piata de artd
din Romdnia este micd si dominatd de cateva galerii,
colectionari si evenimente majore. Lucrdtorii culturali si
artistii emergenti au dificultati in a-si sustine activitatea
si a obtine vizibilitate. in plus, cererea pentru arté locald
este redusd, ceea ce inseamnd cd artistii si galeriile se

bazeaza mai mult pe piata internationald pentru succes.
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Preturi scdzute pentru lucrdrile de artd: Valoarea lucrdrilor
de artd romdneasca este, in general, sub nivelul pietei de
artd globale, iar lucrdtorii culturali primesc remuneratii
reduse pentru contributiile lor. Aceastd situatie duce la
o precarizare a veniturilor si la instabilitate financiard
pentru multi artisti.

3. Precarizarea muncii culturale si migratia profesionala

Fluxul de profesionisti culturali cdtre Vest: Multi artisti si
lucrdtori culturali din Romania aleg s& lucreze temporar
sau permanent in Europa de Vest, unde oportunitdtile
si remuneratiile sunt mai atractive. Aceastd migratie
profesional& poate limita dezvoltarea sectorului cultural
local, desi oferd lucrétorilor acces la o piatd mai stabild si
la un public mai larg.

Outsourcing si freelancing ca forme predominante de
angaijare: in lipsa unor institutii culturale bine finantate si
a unui sistem de angajare stabil, multi lucrdatori culturali
din Romdania sunt freelanceri sau colaboreazd pe bazé de
proiecte. Aceastd dependentd& de freelancing contribuie
la fragilizarea lor financiard si profesionald&, mai ales in
perioade de incertitudine economicad.

4. Rolul organizatiilor independente si initiativele de

colectivizare

Sprijin  prin organizatii independente: in  Romania,
organizatiile independente, centrele de artd contemporana
si initiativele culturale autonome joacd un rol esential in
sustinerea scenei culturale. Exemple precum Fabrica de
Pensule din Cluj sau Tranzit din Bucuresti au fost centre
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importante de expunere si sustinere pentru artisti locali.

Colectivizarea si partajarea resurselor: Organizarea
in grupuri si colective artistice poate oferi o anumitd
stabilitate. Artistii si lucratorii culturali care se asociaza
pentru a accesa resurse impreund - ateliere, spatii
de expozitie, echipamente - reduc costurile si pot
impdrti beneficiile unor proiecte comune. De asemeneaq,
colectivizarea oferd o voce mai puternicd in negocierile
pentru fonduri si conditii mai bune de muncaé.

5. Posibilitdti de advocacy si sustinerea drepturilor
lucratorilor culturali

Lobby pentru politici culturale mai bune: Este esential ca
sectorul cultural din Romdnia sd aib& o voce in definirea
politicilor publice. Initiativele de advocacy ar putea
convinge autoritdtile sé ofere mai mult sprijin financiar
si sd creeze programe de sprijin pentru lucrdtorii culturali,
similar cu programele implementate n tdri vest-europene.

Crearea de retele de sustinere: infiintarea unor asociatii
sau sindicate dedicate lucrdtorilor culturali ar putea
imbundtati conditiile de muncd si securitatea profesionald.
Retelele de suport pot facilita schimbul de resurse si
informatii intre artisti si lucrdtori culturali si pot contribui
la crearea unor standarde profesionale echitabile.

6. Adaptarea la noile tehnologii si globalizarea

Accesul la platforme internationale: Tehnologia si
platformele de social media, cum sunt Instagram sau
marketplace-urile de artd online, oferd artistilor din
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Romania oportunitati noi de vizibilitate si de acces la piata
internationald, fard a fi nevoiti sd se bazeze pe intermediari
locali. De asemeneaq, platformele de crowdfunding pot
ajuta artistii sd obtind fonduri direct de la sustingtori.

Colaborareatransfrontalierd siparteneriate internationale:
Colaborarea cu artisti si institutii din alte tari poate aduce
acces la resurse si la un public nou. De exemplu, proiectele
de colaborare cu artisti sau galerii din Europa de Vest sau
din Statele Unite pot creste vizibilitatea si stabilitatea

economicd a artistilor romani.
Concluzie

in Romania si in Europa de Est, subiectele precarizdrii si
externalizdrii in domeniul cultural sunt intens resimtite,
iar provocdrile sunt amplificate de lipsa de finantare
si de resurse la nivel local. Totusi, initiativele colective,
parteneriatele internationale si accesul la platforme
globale pot constitui solutii partiale pentru a sustine
lucrgtorii culturali si a le oferi o mai mare vizibilitate
si stabilitate economicd. Advocacy-ul pentru politici
culturale mai bune si organizarea in retele de suport sunt,
de asemeneaq, esentiale pentru a contribui la un sector
cultural mai echitabil si sustenabil in Romania.

Dan Acostioaei: Sunéd foarte frumos, dar am exemple
negative destul de recente chiar din Romania in care
organizatii independente care auincercat sa construiasca
ceva durabil au esuat sau au o existenta fragild, precum
Atelierele Malmaison si ARTHUBx din Bucuresti, ultimul
s-a si inchis acum cateva zile. Sau exemplul proiectului
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Baii Turcesti din lasi care a fost imaginatd inca de la
inceputul anilor 2000 de cdtre Matei Bejenaru si Asociatia
Vector ca un centru international de artd contemporand
si pe care acum il gestioneazd Ateneul National Tatarasi
dupd un program haotic si incert ca profil artistic.

ChatGPT: intr-adevdr, exemplele mentionate—Atelierele
Malmaison si ARTHUBx din Bucuresti, precum si
proiectul Bd&ii Turcesti din lasi—ilustreazd dificultétile
cu care se confruntd initiativele culturale independente
in Romdnia.

This affects cultural
institutions, museums, galleries, and art centers, which
often rely on temporary projects and limited funding.

Role of external funding: For many artists and cultural
workers in Romania, access to European funds,
international scholarships, and artist residencies abroad
is essential. These external funding sources offer financial
support, but dependence on them can exacerbate the
sector’s vulnerability, as access is limited and uncertain.

2. Local art market and limited resource access

Restricted and fragmented art market: The Romanian art
market is small, dominated by a few galleries, collectors,
and major events. Emerging cultural workers and artists
struggle to sustain their activities and gain visibility.
Moreover, demand for local art is low, meaning artists and
galleries rely more on the international market for success.
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Low prices for Romanian art: The value of Romanian
artworks is generally below the global art market level,
and cultural workers receive low remuneration for their
contributions. This situation leads to income precarity and
financial instability for many artists.

3. Precarity and professional migration

Professional migration to the West: Many artists and
cultural workers from Romania choose to work temporarily
or permanently in Western Europe, where opportunities
and remuneration are more attractive. This professional
migration can limit local cultural sector development,
though it provides workers with access to a more stable
market and a wider audience.

Outsourcing and freelancing as predominant forms of
employment: Without well-funded cultural institutions
and stable employment systems, many cultural workers in
Romania are freelancers or collaborate on project-based
contracts. This reliance on freelancing contributes to their
financial and professional fragility, especially in times of
economic uncertainty.

4. Role of independent organizations and collective

initiatives

Support through independent organizations: In Romania,
independent organizations, contemporary art centers,
and autonomous cultural initiatives play a crucial role in
supporting the cultural scene. Examples like Fabrica de
Pensule in Cluj or Tranzit in Bucharest have been important
exposure and support centers for local artists.
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Collectivization and resource-sharing:  Organizing
into groups and artistic collectives can offer a certain
stability. Artists and cultural workers who pool resources
together—studios, exhibition spaces, equipment—reduce
costs and can share the benefits of common projects.
Collectivization also offers a stronger voice in negotiating
for funds and better working conditions.

Conclusion

In Romania and Eastern Europe, the subjects of precarity
and outsourcing in the cultural field are strongly felt,
and challenges are amplified by the lack of funding
and local resources. Nevertheless, collective initiatives,
international partnerships, and access to global platforms
could be partial solutions to support cultural workers and
provide them with greater visibility and economic stability.
Advocacy for better cultural policies and organizing into
support networks are also essential to contribute to a
fairer and more sustainable cultural sector in Romania.

User:

It sounds very nice, but | have fairly recent negative
examples from Romania itself where independent
organizations that tried to build something lasting
have failed or exist in a fragile state, such as Atelierele
Malmaison and ARTHUBXx in Bucharest; the latter just
closed a few days ago. Or consider the example of the
Baia Turceascda project in lasi, envisioned in the early
2000s by Matei Bejenaru and the Vector Association as
an international center for contemporary art, which is now
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managed by the Tatdrasi National Athenaeum with an
artistic program that is chaotic and uncertain in profile.

Assistant:

Indeed, the examples mentioned—Atelierele Malmaison
and ARTHUBXx in Bucharest, as well as the Baia Turceascd
project in lasi—illustrate the difficulties that independent
cultural initiatives face in Romania. These cases reflect
the challenges related to long-term sustainability, funding,

and institutional support.

Atelierele Malmaison: Founded in 2020, Atelierele
Malmaison brought together a community of artists and
cultural workers in a former military barracks in Bucharest.
However, in January 2024, the community issued an open
letter to the authorities, highlighting the danger of losing
their space due to rising rents and lack of institutional
support. (Jurnal de Bucuresti)

ARTHUB Bucharest: ARTHUBX, previously known
as ARTHUB Bucharest, was a space dedicated to
contemporary art and collaboration among artists.
Unfortunately, this space recently closed, underscoring
the fragility of independent cultural initiatives in the face

of financial and logistical challenges.

Baia Turceascd in lasi: Initiated by Matei Bejenaru and
the Vector Association in the early 2000s, this project
aimed to transform Baia Turceascd into an International
Center for Contemporary Art. Although the building was
restored with European funds, it is now managed by the
Tatarasi National Athenaeum, and the artistic program
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is considered chaotic and lacking in coherence. (Ziarul de
lasi)

These situations underscore the need for stronger cultural
policies and consistent support for independent initiatives.
They also highlight the importance of collaboration
between the public and independent sectors to ensure
the sustainability and long-term development of the

Romanian cultural scene.

Exhibition Structure

The exhibition could be divided into three main sections,
each representing a specific aspect of the general theme:

1. Section I: “Behind the Scenes”

Theme: Visibility of the Invisible. This section would
highlight the role of the “heroes” behind the scenes—studio
assistants, technicians, designers, and other cultural
workers—whose work is often invisible but essential.

Suggested Artists and Works:

Matei Bejenaru - known for exploring industrial work and
working conditions; could contribute photographic and
video works about “anonymous” laborers.

Irina Botea Bucan - could present a documentary film
on the collective experience of cultural workers and the
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challenges they face.

Bogdan Girbovan - his photographic works documenting
everyday life in communist-era apartment buildings could
be reinterpreted to highlight the visibility of invisible labor
in artistic work.

2. Section lI: “Precarious Labor”

Theme: The Precarity and Fragility of Cultural Work.
This section would emphasize the instability faced by
cultural workers, highlighting the work of freelancers and
independent artists.

Suggested Artists and Works:

Monotremu - a duo creating critical and ironic works
related to education systems and power structures;
could contribute an interactive installation reflecting the
economic precarity of Romanian artists.

Raluca Popa - known for drawing and textile art addressing
social and identity themes. She could present a series of
pieces exploring the fragility of artists’ professional status.

Alexandru Antik - his performative works could bring
a lively and interactive element, inviting the public to
participate in actions symbolizing precarity or the struggle
for recognition.

3. Section lll: “Shared Authorship”
Theme: Shared and Collaborative Authorship. This section

would explore the relationship between the artist and
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external teams who contribute to the creation of artworks,
reflecting on the notion of authorship in the age of
outsourcing.

Suggested Artists and Works:

Apparatus 22 - known for conceptual works reflecting on
the economy and consumerist culture; could present an
installation revealing collaboration between the artist and
assistants or external collaborators.

Mihai Mihalcea (Farid Fairuz) - using performance art
and dance, Mihalcea could explore the tension between
author and performer, addressing issues of authorship and
collaborative work.

FlorinFlueras - could contribute a performance questioning
the boundaries between author and performer, inviting the
public to participate in a way that reflects the dynamics
of outsourcing.

Exhibition Design and Interactive Elements

The exhibition could include an audio-visual installation
with recorded interviews of cultural workers and artists,
describing how they perceive their work and contributions.
Interactive displays could also allow the public to see
documentation of the artistic production process,
emphasizing the role of external teams.

Another element could be a“zine library” created by cultural
workers, where they share their experiences, offering a
direct perspective on the difficulties and challenges in the
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contemporary art industry.
Purpose of the Exhibition

“Outsourced Practices /| A Working Class Hero” would
aim not only to bring the invisible labor in the arts to the
forefront but also to inspire reflection on the economic and
professional conditions of cultural workers in Romania. The
exhibition could also function as a meeting and discussion
space where artists and the public can debate potential
solutions for improving the status of cultural workers.

Complementary Activities
To amplify the exhibition’s impact, activities could include:

Workshops and discussions on working conditions in the
art industry, with the participation of unions and freelance
associations.

Documentary film screenings about the precarity of
cultural labor, followed by discussion sessions between
artists, theorists, and the public.

A cultural workers’ forum - a space where art workers can
share experiences and discuss organization and mutual

support.
Conclusion

“Outsourced Practices / A Working Class Hero” would be
more than an exhibition—it would become a platform for
dialogue about the realities of the art world in Romanigq,
exposing both the vulnerability and the everyday heroism
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of cultural workers. The exhibition would propose new forms
of visibility and recognition, possibly inspiring initiatives
and solutions to help build a fairer and more sustainable
artistic community.

In conclusion, although not outsourcing in the classic
sense of production or execution, this interaction could
be considered a form of consultative and intellectual
outsourcing, where knowledge and expertise were
externalized to enrich your creative and professional

process.

Expozitia abordeaza spatiul expozitional ca pe

un santier in constructie, in care publicul intalneste
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lucrdrile actuale ale fostilor absolventi ai Facultdtii de
Arte Vizuale si Design din cadrul UNAGE lasi ca o resursq,
o arhiva publica pusd la dispozitie in scop educational si,
totodatdq, ca un partener de dialog. Sub aspect curatoridl,
expozitia disloca estetica asepticd si anistorica a cubului
alb asociatd astdzi targului de artd si obiectului artistic
ca bun de lux, separat de viata sociald, universalizand
valoarea sa esteticd.

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A Working Class Hero
(Is Something to Be)

In 1970, John Lennon recorded and released the song
+A Working Class Hero” on his first solo album after the
breakup of The Beatles, an album entitled John Lennon/
The Plastic Ono Band. In a chart of Lennon’s songs with a
political message made in 2021, music critic Rob Hughes
of Classic Rock opines that ,class struggles provide
the impetus for Lennon’s searing commentary on the

repressive nature of institutional powers.”

Among the famous lyrics of the song are the stanzas that
describe social formation through schools and families,
which have become emblematic:

"... They hurt you at home and they hit you at school
They hate you if you're clever and they despise a fool
,Til you're so fucking crazy you can’t follow their rules
A working class hero is something to be

A working class hero is something to be...

When they’ve tortured and scared you for twenty-odd years
Then they expect you to pick a career
When you can’t really function you're so full of fear

A working class hero is something to be(...)”

The proposed exhibition resumes the concerns for the
condition of the precariat suggested in this hymn of
popular revolt composed during the decade of social
turbulence of Western capitalist societies under the
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conditions of the current intensification of pressure on the
working classes. These have become more intense in recent
years through the thinning of the middle class and the
weakening of working conditions through flexibilization,
the replacement of working time with project-based tasks
and the fulfillment of tasks in the corporate culture, the
transnational intensification of the power of the latter at
the expense of the protective intervention of unions and
nation-states, the commercialization of knowledge within
neoliberal education as well as the full integration of the
arts into the entertainment industry and the production
of aesthetic objects and experiences. Due to the radical
transformations of work due to the detachment from
physical space (already colonized) as well as from material
capitalinfavorofinformationflows andtheserviceindustry,
Mc. Kenzie Wark even proposed replacing traditional
social classes with new classes, designated as ,vector
classes” (which manage the direction of information flow)
and ,hacker class” (which is criminalized for wanting to
provide common and free access to information). Interest
and generalized debt also create a picture of the world in
which labor and its value are increasingly decoupled by the
sale of labor capacity in the future, while the distinction
between capitalism and socialism has in turn been eroded
by oligarchic development and the internalization of
capitalism in countries like Russia or China.

The exhibition approaches the exhibition space as a
construction site, where the public meets the current
works of the former graduates of the Faculty of Visual
Arts and Design from UNAGE lasi as a resource, a public
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archive made available for educational purposes and, at
the same time, as a dialogue partner. From a curatorial
point of view, the exhibition dislocates the aseptic and
ahistorical aesthetics of the white cube associated today
with the art fair and the artistic object as a luxury good,
separated from social life, universalizing its aesthetic
value. She intends to restore the role of laboratory and
experimental space to the gallery, while also preserving the
unfinished, ephemeral, temporary aspect of the encounter
with art as an experience that is both intellectual, sensory
and affective. Moreover, affectivity becomes an important
framework of the encounter with works of art, in which they
can develop their critical effects in conditions where the
intellect has already been transformed into a commodity.

The selected works are located at the intersection
between artistic work, understood as intellectual activity,
the production of aesthetic objects and manual work
respectively. From all this, the rhetoric of capital extracts
value, exploiting information as a privatizable good and
leveling the forms and types of work. Creativity today
itself becomes a programmable resource, and ideology is
still active in the globalized society to be able to replace
submission by force with submission by seduction of the
many. These social transformations contribute to the
outline of an uncertain horizon and future, outlined by the
exhibited artistic works. Affectively, this horizon is marked
by anxiety, loneliness, shame or cognitive dissonance, in
which the specter of failure and the feeling of helplessness
are assumed and integrated.
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The thematization of the work at a more general level is
achieved through a narrower focus on the precariousness
of the artistic career within the fragile institutional system
in Romania. Thus, the exhibition turns reflexively towards a
non-oppositional and non-militant institutional critique,
which questions training structures or mechanisms, as
well as the relationship between artistic education and
the ,labor market”. What role, then, do the institutions
that train future artists, the former ,academies” of art
(based on mastery and craft) turned into Universities, in
the conditions in which they prepare future intellectual
workers in a constantly changing labor market? How do
young contemporary artists relate to their own precarious
condition, but also to the education they received within
the institution hosting this exhibition project?

Therefore, the exhibition also explores the intersection of
multiple temporadlities, insisting on education as a period
of time that forms artistic subjectivity and thus extends
into the lives of graduates who have become young
contemporary artists, as well as the divergence between
illusions, phantasms, future projections and opportunities

for young artists under the current capitalist artistic

system. Ironically, therefore, the refrain launched by John
Lenon resonates in the exhibited works, acquiring, in
places, interrogative accents and dissonant chords.

I have a special connection with the Turkish Bath in Iasi. The
Vector Association, of which I was a member, organized the
Periferic Contemporary Art Biennial since the early 2000s.
Alongside this project, the idea was born to establish an
International Art Center within this 19th-century building.
The efforts of the former association members, who are now
active in other institutions, materialized in 2016 when the
building became the subject of a European Union-funded
restoration project. Due to my expertise in ceramics, I joined
the restauration team that worked on the artistic elements
decorating the Bath’s facade. It was a great opportunity to
apply old technical skills while involving a group of students
and graduate students from the Faculty of Visual Arts and
Design in the process. In 2024, the Turkish Bath came under
the administration of an institution subordinated to the Iasi
City Hall, the Tatarasi National Athenaeum. Although this
organization benefits from substantial local budget funding, it
still lacks the capacity to develop a coherent cultural program
with a contemporary international dimension and does not
provide career opportunities for recent graduates.

This work embodies an exploration of imperfection as a
thematic and material concept. By embracing the material
limitations of plaster, a medium prone to cracks and breaks,
the work reflects the inherent impossibility of achieving true
perfection in art.

Each iteration of the word “imperfect” exhibits minor flaws
and fractures, revealing the transient nature of material art
objects. Much like the efforts in mural art, this piece involves a
repetitive, labor-intensive process that ultimately falls short of
flawless reproduction.

This piece serves as a contemplative reminder that any effort
to achieve perfection in art, constrained by the medium’s
impermanence and the artist’s hand, is destined to be an
“imperfect” manifestation of an ideal that exists only in the
abstract.

It questions the art world’s relentless pursuit of perfection in
form over concept while challenging the sterile ideals of the
white cube, where polish and precision often overshadow
substance.

Andre Cadere’s colored cane became the symbol of a manifesto
for so-called anti-institutional practice, questioning the
authority of institutions and the academic artistic canon. The
idea of the validation of art by an institution underlies the
tension between mainstream art and academic art. The concept
of this object, which can be perceived strictly decorative,
consists in the gesture of indicating that art can be perceived
as a commercial object. This tribute to the artistic practice
of Andre Cadere, has the symbolism of the critical attitude
towards the institutionalization of art and its transformation
into a consumer good.

Aparte Gallery in Iasi. In 2003, the methodology was simple.
Working with a generic ,she”, a generic ,he” and a generic
sthem”, the character was constructed through the stream-of-
consciousness narrative technique involving the emergence
of real or false assumptions about people and surroundings
during the performance. Its duration was 8 hours, equivalent
to a work shift in the plastic factory where she had to work
because the scholarship she received did not allow the full
payment of accommodation and flight costs. Currently, the
concept of ,work” has lost its characteristic meaning of the
2000s in post-socialist countries, implying today a continuous
flow in which private life and periods of rest are no longer
clearly delimited.

covering it. A possible route: the journey begins with a simple
action- walking in a straight line, where a walk configures a path
(1); I wander a little, I discover the places, I stop to investigate
and I fit into the landscape, folding into its forms (2); later I try
new, more difficult routes, I climb, I get dirty and tired, I resist,
I tighten (3); it s time to take a break, I give up, I rest, I let my
frustrations die a little, I feel supported (4) then I start again,
to create another path for myself (5).

The cement plaster finish wall of a petit bourgeois is a
conceptual intervention made in two institutional spaces in
Tasi: the gallery of the tranzit.ro/ Iasi association (located on
Al. Lapusneanu street, no. 7-9) and the Faculty of Visual Arts
and Design, UNAGE, Iasi (room for transposition of mural art
techniques). By reproducing former decorations called ,,calcio-
vechio” in both spaces, the project considers the cultural aspects
of modernist memory. Being concerned with the devaluation
of decoration techniques, I researched the motivations of the
popular rejection of this plaster. After researching the process
of depreciation of modernist design, I found that the aesthetic
sense is influenced by dominant cultural perspectives, more
than experiences related to personal tastes.
